I Don’t Like Tedious Work!

(This is sometimes me!)
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Reuse the same content across multiple templates
● Headers and footers
● CSS
● CTAs
● Abstracted HTML blocks such as banner layouts

Receive the updated content immediately
● More efficient workflow than manually editing the same content multiple times in multiple templates

Reduce chances for error
● Because we are not retyping or copy and pasting code, we know the content of snippets is locked up safe
